Dear Judge McLaughlin,

On September 1, 2004, awful tragedy happened in Beslan. My brother’s family was
destined to suffer from that tragedy. His wife and son were killed, whereas his daughter
had a penetrating wound of her eye. She went through several surgeries, but in the end,
the eye had to be removed. When the question of eye implant surgery arose, we began
searching for a specialized clinic that performed such surgeries. The father of Anna
Kadalaeva, another Beslan School Terror Act victim, suggested that we contact Andrew
Mogilyansky who could help with the prosthesis surgery in America.

The Foundation created by Andrew Mogilyansky distributed over $1,200,000 to Beslan
School Terror Act Victims. Dozens of families received 300,000 rubles each®. My
brother’s family also received 300,000 rubles.

But that is not where his help ended.

Andrew Mogilyansky arranged for my niece and me to come to New York. He arranged
our stay in the US, and covered all our expenses — starting with small miscellaneous
expenses, and ending up with getting free eye implant surgery and prosthetics. In
between surgeries, while the implant was being prepared, Andrew arranged for us to go
spend time in Disneyland, Florida.

We got to know Andrew and his family even more, when we stayed for 3 days at their
house following our return from Florida. In their house, we were surrounded by kind and
warm people. Andrew and his wife Oksana were very friendly and hospitable people, and
would always stay in my memory as extremely warm people.

I believe that only someone as noble as Andrew could get such a deep understanding of
people in such a tragic moment of their lives.
